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Title: EXAMINATION OF A SCIENCE TEACHER INTERN PROGRAM
Abstract: Intern teaching certification programs are unique among the wide variety of alternative certification programs. This paper explores the beliefs and practice of eight science teacher interns during their first year in the classroom. Eight interns started with the program, six completed the first year of certification and classroom teaching, a third intern decided to drop out of the teaching profession after completing the program. Although most of the interns held predominantly traditional teacher-centered beliefs, individual cases emerged of interns holding less traditional beliefs which particularly highlight the struggles of teachers in learning to teach in a high needs environments.
