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Title: Teacher Knowledge Myths: An Examination of the Relationship between the Texas Examinations of Educator Standards and Formal Content Area Coursework, Grade Point Average and Age of Coursework
Abstract: This study investigates teacher content knowledge of candidates enrolled in an alternative type teacher certification program at the University of North Texas. Descriptive data and linear regression were used to draw conclusions about the content area knowledge of individuals in the sample and the significance of the predictors examined. Results of a linear regression analysis indicate, upper-level content area coursework, grade point average, and the time elapsed between the initial attempt on the Texas Examinations of Educator Standards content test and the completion of the last upper-level course in the content area were not statistically significant predictors of success on the Texas Examinations for Educator Standards (TExES) for 8-12 Life Science F (3, 22) = .400, p = .756 or for the 8-12 Mathematics  F (3,22) = 2.301, p = .105.
