Achieving lasting change in teacher preparation in math, science, and technology is often challenging, but it is a desired goal for most federal (and state) funded initiatives.  Certainly, NSF-funded projects are specifically reviewed and monitored for evidence for sustainability of effort after project completion.  What are the barriers to true institutional change, and how may they be overcome?  What are some of the “warning signs” in the early stages of project initiation, that indicate that sustainability is already at risk?  What are some of the “success stories” for sustainability?  In a series of frank and discussion-oriented presentations, a diverse set of program leaders present their experiences and strategies that led them to success, and also, on occasion, to shortfalls in sustainability expectations.
