Faculty and staff from the University of Massachusetts Dartmouth in

collaboration with Raytheon Electronics System and local high school teachers and

superintendents have developed a summer program that focuses on project design and curriculum development. The augmentation of this program started at UMass Dartmouth in 1999 and has been funded in part by the Raytheon Corporation. Two teacher developmental workshops were held in the Summer of 2000 and 2001. All teachers participating in the workshops were exposed to the basic tenets of project design and collaborative learning strategies. Individuals worked in teams of four to develop an integrated modular curriculum for a specific project. To insure the integrated nature of the projects, teachers from each school were chosen from different science or technology departments. Web page design and team presentations were encouraged to

ensure ease of access to the modular projects. Onsite visits at the participating high schools by Raytheon and UMass Dartmouth personnel have been used as a resource aid and also as an assessment vehicle.
