As part of the ongoing need to disseminate and archive the advances, products,

and results of the CETP programs, we are making plans to convert the Electronic 

Collaborative for Excellence in the Preparation of Teachers (ecept) website into an online library focused on math and science teaching across the K-16 continuum.

Our current concept for the website consists of several components:

* An online peer reviewed journal, where teachers and college faculty can publish their classroom innovations, and receive recognition for their work.

* A continually growing archive of lesson plans, student activities and other classroom related materials that include multimedia examples of teaching practices in classroom settings.

* An online training system to help K-16 instructors evaluate their teaching using ACEPT's RTOP instrument, the CETP Core evaluation instrument, and other reliable observation-based classroom evaluation instruments.

* Discussion forums similar to what currently exists on the ecept website.

In addition, we plan to work closely with the NSF National Digital Library Core

Integration Project to ensure that information can be easily exchanged between the library website and other online National Digital Library collections.

In our presentation, we intend to demonstrate several of these key components

and technologies, and hope to gain some additional feedback from the educational community about additional materials and components this online library might offer.
