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The Teaching Apprentice Program at Mary Washington College

Short Abstract:

When education students are given the opportunity to work with faculty as teaching apprentices, everyone benefits-from the supervising faculty to the teaching apprentices to the students in the classes.  This panel presentation will provide an

overview of the apprentice program and a summary of faculty experiences.

Long Abstract:

A successful teaching apprentice program is one of the most popular components of the NSF-funded Virginia Collaborative for Excellence in Teacher Preparation.  As the Director of this portion of the VCEPT grant, Venitta McCall will provide an overview describing the challenges and benefits of instituting a student teaching apprentice program.

Each of the faculty panelists will elaborate on one or more apprentice activities that have proved to be especially beneficial for their classes.  Pat Dean will discuss the role teaching apprentices have played in her Finite Mathematics classes in making in-class collaborative activities a success.  Debbie Hydorn will describe review sessions and computer workshops conducted by teaching apprentices for her Introduction to Statistics classes.  And Suzanne Sumner will speak about how her apprentices for History of

Mathematics have helped her to read weekly journal entries and the impact this assignment has had on motivating her students to keep up with their reading assignments.
