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2 hour Workshop

Developing Problem Based Learning Activities

Short Abstract:

Do your students complain about how they will never use what they are learning

outside of the classroom?  This workshop will help you to develop an activity that will show students a real-life application of the material you teach.  Give them the problem and watch them learn.

Long Abstract:

Problem Based Learning helps to place the student in a position where they must

apply knowledge to a new situation and develop a solution.  In the process of developing the solution, students get an opportunity to 1) make their own learning connections to the

material, 2) work cooperatively with other students, 3) gain an understanding of the importance of the material to real-life, 4) apply cross-curricular skills and knowledge and 5) be creative.  Problem Based Learning is founded in the research of brain theory.  By using PBL activities developed in the classroom setting, the instructor will show others how to develop a PBL activity that can cover a unit or a year.  Discussion on where to begin, what to look for, and how to evaluate will be an integral part of the workshop.  People leaving the workshop will have had an opportunity to outline and even completely develop a PBL activity that they can use when they return to their classrooms.
