Short Abstract:

Produced for students and counselors, the video "Teaching Math and Science; Reaching for Excellence," challenges the claims that math and science are difficult, tedious, and boring and asks students to take a fresh look and consider math and science as a career option.  Presenters will describe the concept, production and intended uses of the video and give free copies to everyone present.

Long Abstract:

Improving science and math teaching is critical to society and to the U.S. economy.  Increasing the diversity of teachers is equally important.  How do we break down the current stereotypes of science and math teachers?  How can we get all students to take a fresh look at the world around them and consider math and science as a career

option?  How can we let students and counselors know that teaching science and mathematics is a rewarding, interesting, affordable, and doable career option?  Come hear and see an innovative way that these issues have been addressed at California State University, Long Beach.
